Feeding:

Easy to set up - Individual pockets
are easy to set up. Simply adjust width
and length of each pocket to size of
signatures. Economical te operate
even an shart runs.

Feads and assembles signatures
Each pockel can handle individual
signatures or pre-inserted signatures
with 4, 8,12 16, or 32 pages. Minimum
of 14" lip ar overfold on low-numbered
pages ol signatures with standard
configuration. Minimum of %" lip on
high-numbered pages with optional
configuration. Feeder can be used
with only one pockel loaded, or use
anly the number of pockets requirad
for the job by disengaging vacuum on
unused pockets.

Trimming

All three knives have scissor action
Upper knives have shear action past
hardened lower knives for cleaner
cutting. The knives do not require
sharpening as often as those in a
standard paper cutter as the cutting
knife does not cut against a cutting
stick.

Double clamping on first cut - One
sat of clamps flattens the book and
holds it against the stops. While these
auxiliary clamps hold the boak. the
master clamp behind the front knife
clamps the book, assuring a square
front trim.

Each knife has its own clamp - Built-
in clamp for each knife is actuated
prior to cut.

Patented, apecially designed roller
and tape transport— Provides com-
plete control of book throughout trim
cycle. From the delivery on stitcher,
the book is transported by means of a
chain with fingers to the front trim,
Each book is registered indepen-
dently against stops to give desired
ook sigw and maintan a high degree
of accuracy. After front trim is com-
pleted, the book is indexed into head
and tail trim position by means of the
roller and tape mechanism. While the
first book is being trimmed at the
sides, a new book |5 registered for the
frant trim.
